Effigy Mounds National Monument
3 miles north of Marquette on Hwy 76
An “Effigy Mound” American Indian culture developed over 1,000 years 
ago placing thousands of earthen mounds across the landscape of 
what (today) includes parts of Iowa, Wisconsin, Minnesota and Illinois. 
Over 200 mounds are preserved intact within the Monument; 31 are 
effigies in the shape of bears and birds.
